Once we have developed a CA that supports shared decision making, we will pilot test the CA in a pretest-posttest trial including 40 PCPs from Boston area community, academic, and safety-net practices, 100 women >75 years and 25 of their family members, and 10 medical assistants. The goal of the pilot test is to show that the CA is feasible to use during primary care visits and to obtain pilot data on its effects to inform design of a future pragmatic trial. We hypothesize that our novel CA will increase PCP self-efficacy to engage older women in SDM and as a result fewer older women at low or average risk and/or with short life expectancy will choose to be screened.
