My mission is to improve global health care for youth with obesity related complications, in particular polycystic ovarian syndrome (PCOS). I am accomplishing this through innovations in clinical care delivery, education for existing and new health care providers and scientists, and clinical trials to understand obesity related physiology and clinical trials with new therapeutic options. As an MD, PhD with clinical training in pediatric endocrinology, research training in human physiology utilizing stable isotope tracers and MR spectroscopy, and educational and leadership training, I am uniquely poised to perform translational and clinical work in youth with endocrine disorders. I am most interested in the nuances of insulin resistance (IR) in different populations as a means to understand physiology and develop disease-specific therapies. During my training, this included trials in pediatric burn trauma, aging, bedrest, exercise, dietary interventions, obesity and adolescents with type 1 and 2 diabetes. During my pediatric fellowship training I established my primary research focus on the interaction between sex hormones and IR in youth. 
I am challenged by the extent of IR-related co-morbidities in girls with polycystic ovary syndrome (PCOS), including high rates of dysglycemia and >50% with elevated liver fat. My K12/K23 work involved developing new models and methods with stable isotopes, mathematical modeling and magnetic resonance spectroscopy, measuring hepatic mitochondrial function in PCOS and conducting the initial work necessary to inform my current research. I have now conducted two clinical trials with an essential amino acid mixture and oral semaglutide to reduce liver fat in girls with PCOS and obesity. Of note, my semaglutide trial is the first randomized trial with semaglutide in PCOS in the world to be completed. I am currently conducting a R01 funded 10-month trial with semaglutide to evaluate the effect of weight loss on reproductive hormones in females age 12-35 with PCOS and obesity. As the general course of PCOS in the United States is not clear, I started a database with several colleagues in 207 to collect data from patients with PCOS and I have been able to transition this to an R21 funded project which now has 18 sites participating in data-entry. To better understand IR in PCOS, I have also conducted cross-sectional and treatment research in other populations with IR or obesity, as well as serving as a site-PI for related pharmaceutical trials. This includes a nationwide trial of metformin in youth with type 1 diabetes and obesity where I led the stable isotope portion of the protocol and the RISE protocol to evaluate if progression to type 2 diabetes can be prevented in youth. 
In parallel to my research focus I have built a clinical and educational program in PCOS. I founded a multi-disciplinary clinic for girls with PCOS to provide clinical care for these patients in my second year of fellowship and this remains the most comprehensive multidisciplinary for youth with PCOS in world. To improve clinical care for individuals with PCOS, we have published on this clinic, and I have assisted more than 10 programs to start or improve their PCOS clinics. Towards improving provider knowledge, the first project of Pediatric Endocrine Society PCOS special interest group, which I founded, was to develop diagnostic and treatment tools for pediatric endocrinologists. I participated in reviewing two sections of the 2023 international PCOS guidelines. I have given many presentations on PCOS care, as demonstrated by the numerous grand rounds and similar presentations, in addition to those at professional association including meet-the-professor for the Endocrine Society which includes a written component and proposing and delivering a workshop at Pediatric Academic Societies annual meeting. I am also invested in teaching and mentoring in areas of IR and PCOS in a variety of settings.
Finally, I am committed to patieint education and advocacy. Much of this work has been conducted via my partnership with PCOS challenge and includes patieint education at meetings. We have also paired with the Center for Disease Control and have found that PCOS status cannot be determined in NHANES and have an application for a new survey in NHANES pending and we are planning a meeting to determine standardized methods and cutoffs for testosterone in women. Locally, I am continuing to create and improve educational materials, and have just completed a new patieint hand out that was developed with input from our patients.
In summary, my overall goal is to improve the long-term health of youth with PCOS and I am accomplishing this by 1) improving the quality of existing care through professional educational 2) developing new therapeutic options and 3) supporting patient advocacy and educational efforts.
