BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH:


My academic public health career began in 2005 after completing Infectious Diseases (ID) fellowship and joining Denver Health and Hospital Authority (DHHA). At that time, I worked in three public health clinics (Tuberculosis (TB), ID/HIV, and the Denver Sexual Health Clinic), the Orthopedic ID Clinic, and in the hospital as an attending on the ID consult service and general internal medicine. My clinical and research focus eventually coalesced around TB, and in 2013, I became the medical director for the TB Clinic at Denver Health which provides services for 7 counties in metro Denver with a population of 3.2 million. 

The TB Clinic has a long tradition of successfully participating in national and international clinical and epidemiologic research.  I am the Denver site principal investigator (PI) for the CDC-funded Tuberculosis Trials Consortium (TBTC), an international clinical trials network. Since 2021, I have chaired the TBTC Steering Committee and the Executive Affairs Group. I am also protocol chair for clinical trial evaluating a shorter treatment for latent TB infection that is currently enrolling. I have also been the Denver site PI or co-PI for the Tuberculosis Epidemiologic Studies Consortium (TBESC) since 2006.  TBESC is a CDC-funded research consortium that conducts observational epidemiologic studies to improve TB prevention.  The current study is evaluating interventions to improve TB prevention in primary care clinics. 

Nationally, I have been Chair of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services Advisory Council for the Elimination of TB (ACET) since 2021 and a member since 2018.  As ACET chair, I am also a member of the Board of Scientific Counselors for the CDC’s Office of the Deputy Director for Infectious Diseases. I previously served as president and a board member of the National TB Controller’s Association and the National Society of TB Clinicians.  In those roles, I helped initiate and co-lead 2 national TB guideline updates in collaboration with CDC: latent TB treatment and TB testing in healthcare workers.

I began as the Interim Director of the Public Health Institute at Denver Health (PHIDH) in December 2021 and became the Executive Director in August 2023. I am privileged to lead a diverse department that provides direct clinical care, engages with communities, delivers education, and conducts research. PHIDH is a nationally recognized public health agency committed to innovating practice and improving health with communities.  PHIDH is a department within DHHA, an integrated academic healthcare system, that serves as the primary safety net for Denver. Finally, I am the Chief Medical Officer for three counties in metro-Denver, Broomfield, Boulder, and Jefferson.
